Elizabeth line - Bombardier Weekly Report 18 June 2018

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has generally been good and the timetable is being adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. Section C of the sidings (the final section) was brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The interim target is  a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. This may not be fully achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) but reliability continues to grow based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. The planned increase in use of the fleet will assist in working through remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The last dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and included train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing. On 11 June the first Class 345 ran through to the Western tunnel portal at Westbourne Park.   



· Release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software continues to tested at Melton test track along with Siemens CBTC signalling software. Issues with the interface with ETCS mean that this is switched off for testing in the tunnels but needs to be restored in the next release.



· A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3 and any others found in the further testing at Melton. In order to accommodate fixes to any further issues, as well as the results of Siemens own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 15 to 22 June. This is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks to 26 May, it was just over 4000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2000 miles four weeks previously, and 1000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and abbey Wood will take place from 7 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.

· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier are is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  	Comment by SylviaMannah: What happens if the remaining tests are not completed this week. 



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including it’s interface with Bombardier.       



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to 11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.	Comment by David Bellamy: How did it go?  (Both in terms of the ability to carry out the desired tests and their success/failure)	Comment by SylviaMannah: The train did run end to end without signalling. The rest of the testing went okay, some passed, some failed and some were deferred. 

1.4 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) are continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.5 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]Together with CRL, we met with senior representatives from Siemens in Germany on 5 June, to review the Siemens Crossrail programme including its interface with Bombardier. We are working with them to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time in the revised delivery plan both to complete the railway’s construction and carry out the necessary testing. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.6 CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.7 [bookmark: _GoBack]In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.15 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

1.3 While there was much positive works carried out we commissioned a review following the train testing window period between 8-11June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. 

1.4 The lessons from the testing and review will now be applied to ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible.

1.5 The Crossrail team continues to work with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the future Infrastructure Managers (in TfL) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT and Network Rail (NR) on the project critical issue of securing railway access from NR for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections in August and early September. Meetings have been held with DfT, NR and the train operators concerned. These access requests are vital for completion of signal and train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.8 NR’s have the made the decision to retender the upgrades of some of the western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). NR have now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week. NR still plan delivery of the upgrades by December 2019, but the potential delay to the award of construction risk the final completion. 

Costs

1.9 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.10 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.11 We have now reached a deal in principle with the DfT and HM Treasury on how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. This requires approval by the Mayor in his capacity as Chair of the TfL Board, and a separate paper has been provided to seek that approval.

1.12 The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication next week. 

1.13 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018. The draft WMS and our press statement and reactive lines will be shared with the Mayor in advance of publication.

Programme and Schedule 

1.14 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains based at Ilford Depot are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability has been good and the timetable has been adjusted to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. The final group of sidings were brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The 26 June target of a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles has not been achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that), but this will not impact on the December opening date and the reliability growth plan is being refreshed and updated to include further modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Bombardier is working on plans to increase the use of the fleet as this will assist in identifying and working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place on 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Testing was completed according to plan and included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse train function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels, Bombardier’s release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate further fixes, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 22 to 27 June (originally 15 June). This is not expected to have any impact on other delivery dates in the programme although the start of build for Release 7.3 (to be used for Heathrow services) will be delayed from 26 June.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Evidence is currently being finalised, in line with the programme date of 26 June, for approval of multi-train testing in the tunnels.  



· Future testing also depends on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to coordination of software releases, testing and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington have been running without major incident achieving higher punctuality than the previous Great Western and Heathrow Connect services.	Comment by stephaniedoyne: Do we have figures?

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 A revised delivery plan has been developed by Crossail Ltd (CRL), with input from its contractors, London Undergound, Rail for London and MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to commencement of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]A number of challenges remain in completing some critical activities. These include, but are not limited to, ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required, completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems and securing possession periods from Network Rail in the autumn for testing signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. CRL is actively managing these with its contractors including a high-level visit to Siemens in Germany this week to focus on the critical path to completing their signalling, communications and controls activities. The Network Rail possession issue is being escalated with DfT. 



1.7 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to applying pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and working with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.8 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies needs to increase and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establishing new weekly metrics, a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.9 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.10 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.11 The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.12 [bookmark: _GoBack]We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.13 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington have been running without major incident since 20 Mayachieving higher punctuality than the previous Great Western and Heathrow Connect services.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 A revised delivery plan has been developed by Crossrail Ltd (CRL), with input from its contractors, London Underground, Rail for London and MTR MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to commencement of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]A number of challenges remain in completing some critical activities including. These include, but are not limited to, ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required,; completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems; and securing possession periods from Network Rail in the autumn for testing signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. CRL is actively managing these with its contractors including a high-level visit to Siemens in Germany this week to focus on the critical path to completing their signalling, communications and controls activities. The Network Rail possession issue is being escalated with DfT. 



1.7 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to applying pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and to working with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 	Comment by andrewbrown2: Are this paragraph  and the following one always the same in every note…?

1.8 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies needs to increase and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establishing new weekly metrics, a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.9 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.10 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.11 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.12 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.13 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

1.14 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington commenced on 20 May 2018. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for services between Paddington and Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington. The service has been running without major incident achieving higher punctuality than the previous Great Western and Heathrow Connect services.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 [bookmark: _msoanchor_1][bookmark: _msoanchor_2]The continued use of testing windows has improved the productivity of tunnel fit-out activities and testing carried out by reducing down-time between team handovers and logistical constraints in accessing the tunnels. However, challenges remain in completing some critical activities including all the installation of cables as well as train testing in Crossrail Ltd.’s (CRL) programme.

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_3]A revised plan is under development with input from CRL, their contractors, LU, RfL and MTR that will continue to allow sufficient fit-out and testing activity, trial running and operational readiness prior to commencement of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. Further details will be provided in the coming weeks once finalised.

1.7 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. The data is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the central tunnel of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL is applying pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and working with TfL to prioritise the production schedule.

[bookmark: _msoanchor_4]There is a significant volume of safety, assurance and approvals documentation required in order to support bringing the railway into use and commencing passenger service. CRL has escalated its concerns with contractors around the need to increase the rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies.

Costs

1.8 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period (up to 28 April 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m after an increase of £256m in Period 13.  The forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m and a breach in funding has formally been reported in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report. We are working with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall.

1.9 CRL have advised that the final cost outturn is likely to be between £211m and £315m above currently available funding and if there are schedule challenges to deliver Stage 3, the cost outturn could increase to about £370m above the available funding. The Sponsor-led review into some of the critical contracts (including systemwide and select stations) continues in order to assess the confidence of the cost scenarios and the level of required funding. The current findings suggest that the most likely outturn cost is aligned with the scenario where the Stage 3 opening date is maintained through increased delivery resource and changes to working practices - use of ‘blockade’ working (estimated at £280m above currently available funding.

1.10 [bookmark: _GoBack] The reported cost for Network Rail's (NR) delivery of the On Network Works remained at £2,530m in Period 1. NR has indicated further risks to costs in the range of [REDACTED],   with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. DfT will hold a Director-level meeting in June (date tbc) with NR and CRL to scrutinise the cost range and the remaining financial and commercial risks.

1.11 The increase in costs above currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement that is being prepared for Parliament the week of 18 June. In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements and Q&A to accompany the WMS. TfL will be particularly focused on balancing the narrative to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.  

Programme and Schedule 

1.12 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington have been running without major incident since 20 May.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 A revised delivery plan has been developed by Crossrail Ltd (CRL), with input from its contractors, London Underground, Rail for London and MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to the start of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]A number of challenges remain in completing some critical activities including ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required; completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems; and securing possession periods from Network Rail in the autumn for testing signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. CRL is actively managing these with its contractors including a high-level visit to Siemens in Germany this week to focus on the critical path to completing their signalling, communications and controls activities. The Network Rail possession issue is being escalated with DfT. 



1.7 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and to work with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.8 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies needs to increase and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establishing new weekly metrics, a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.9 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.10 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.11 The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.12 [bookmark: _GoBack]We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.13 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.14 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to 11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.

1.4 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to 11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.

1.4 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) are continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements continue to be refined by Crossrail with the Infrastructure Managers.

1.5 We met with A senior representatives from Crossrail Ltd (CRL)/TfL/ and Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June, to review . The meeting reviewed the Siemens Crossrail programme, including its interface with Bombardier. We are working withFurther work is being undertaken between these parties to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time for the testing required and completion of construction activities in the revised delivery plan both to complete the railway’s construction and carry out the necessary testing. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.7 [bookmark: _GoBack]In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.

1.4 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Handover Execution Plans which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements continue to be refined by Crossrail with the Infrastructure Managers.

1.5 A senior Crossrail Ltd (CRL)/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June. The meeting reviewed the Siemens Crossrail programme, including its interface with Bombardier. Further work is being undertaken between these parties to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time for the testing required and completion of construction activities in the revised delivery plan. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.7 In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.15 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to 11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.

1.4 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) are continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements continue to be refined by Crossrail with the Infrastructure Managers.

1.5 We met with A senior representatives from Crossrail Ltd (CRL)/TfL/ and Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June, to review . The meeting reviewed the Siemens Crossrail programme, including its interface with Bombardier. We are working withFurther work is being undertaken between these parties to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time for the testing required and completion of construction activities in the revised delivery plan both to complete the railway’s construction and carry out the necessary testing. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.7 In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED]  they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.15 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review has been commissioned following last week’s train testing window to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. This review was commissioned recognising that while the testing window between 8-11 June was valuable, not all of the testing time available was used productively. This was due to issues such as train readiness and reliability, communications and power availability.  

1.4 Areas for review include: minimising risks to start- up including train delivery to site; loading of new software in advance of the start of test windows; depth of resourcing, as well as cover for contingencies, by specialist contractors including Siemens; and removing constraints caused by incomplete infrastructure.

1.5 Crossrail has continued to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities They are considering the scope needed to enable delivery of the Elizabeth line in December and, if reduced, what impact this would have on the testing plans between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.6 At the moment, there is insufficient time to complete the testing required ahead of the joint trial running and trial operations from 1 October 2018. This remains an area of serious attention and an improved plan that balances construction and testing time is being developed over the next fortnight.

1.7 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within NR and the train operating companies. These access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, West Drayton); this retendering which has a four week response period), and NR are proposing toe retendering the other three shortly. These still include dDelivery of the upgrades is still planned for December 2019.

1.10 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL us to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.13 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.14 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.15 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.16 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.17 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has generally been good and the timetable is being adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. Section C of the sidings (the final section) was brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The interim target is a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. This may not be fully achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) but reliability continues to grow based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. The planned increase in use of the fleet will assist in working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The last dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and included train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing. On 11 June the first Class 345 ran through to the Western tunnel portal at Westbourne Park.   



· Release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software continues to be tested at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. Issues with the Bombardier European Train Control System (ETCS) mean that this is switched off for testing in the tunnels but needs to be restored in the next release.



· A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3 and any others found in the further testing at Melton. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate fixes to any further issues, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 15 to 22 June. This is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

1.14 We have now reached a deal in principle with the DfT and HM Treasury on We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. This will require approval by the Mayor in his capacity as Chair of the TfL Board, and a separate paper will be provided to seek that approval.

1.15 The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June. This is currently expected to take place on 28 June.

1.16 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018. The draft WMS and our press statement and reactive lines will be shared with the Mayor in advance of publication.

· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains based at Ilford Depot are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability has been good and the timetable has been adjusted to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. The final group of sidings were brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The 26 June 26 target of a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles will has not been achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that), but this will not impact on the December opening date and the reliability growth plan is being refreshed and updated to include further modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Bombardier is working on plans to increase the use of the fleet as this will assist in identifying and working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place on 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Testing was completed according to plan and included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse train function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels, Bombardier’s release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate further fixes, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 22 to 27 June (originally 15 June). This is not expected to have any impact on other delivery dates in the programme although the start of build for Release 7.3 (to be used for Heathrow services) will be delayed from 26 June.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Evidence is currently being finalised, in line with the programme date of 26 June, for approval of multi-train testing in the tunnels.  



· Future testing also depends on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to coordination of software releases, testing and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review was commissioned following the train testing window period between 8-11 June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. 

1.4 The review has concluded and has found that there were issues between the track and train communications, there was an error in the signalling track database information at Canary Wharf, faults with the customised train being used for testing the overhead line and problems with power.  

1.5 The lessons from the testing and review will be embedded in the detailed countdown process to future test windows, ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible.

1.6 Crossrail continues to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.7 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing railway access from Network Rail (NR) for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections in August and early September. Meetings have been held with DfT, NR and the train operators concerned. These access requests are vital for completion of signal and train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). NR still plan delivery of the upgrades by December 2019 but the potential delay to the award of construction contracts threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and completion in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week.

1.10 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of training and asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with us to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains based at Ilford Depot are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability has been good and the timetable has been adjusted to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. The final group of sidings were brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The June 26 target of a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles will not be achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) and the reliability growth plan is being refreshed and updated to include further modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Bombardier is working on plans to increase the use of the fleet as this will assist in identifying and working through any remaining issues.  	Comment by SylviaMannah: Do we have a revised date to achieve the 10,000 mile and what’s the impact/ implications for the December launch date?



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place on 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Tests included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic (UPDATE ON MON RE SUCCESS OF AM MODE) as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse train function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels, Bombardier’s release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate further fixes, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 22 to 27June (originally 15 June). This is not expected to have any impact on other delivery dates in the programme although the start of build for Release 7.3 (to be used for Heathrow services) will be delayed from 26 June.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Evidence is currently being finalised, in line with the programme date of 26 June, for approval of multi-train testing in the tunnels.  



· Future testing also depends on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to coordination of software releases, testing and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

1 Purpose
1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth

 line.
1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.

2 Headlines
2.1 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to 11 June. It included, for the first time,

 the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding
 Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the
 Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.15 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

3 Costs
3.1 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May

 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of
 Period 1.

3.2 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL
 contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual
 construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on
 24 May.

3.3 The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged
 at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost
 overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of  with a
 funding request of  to be funded from NR contingency.

3.4 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The
 Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in
 the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication
 before the end of June.

3.5 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS.
 This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the
 project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains based at Ilford Depot are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability has been good and the timetable has been adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. The final group of sidings were brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The June 26 target of a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles was not achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) and the reliability growth plan is being refreshed and updated to include further modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Ways are being sought to increase use of the fleet as this will assist in identifying and working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Tests included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic (UPDATE ON MON RE SUCCESS OF AM MODE) as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains based at Ilford Depot are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability has been good and the timetable has been adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. The final group of sidings were brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The June 26 target of a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles was not achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) and the reliability growth plan is being refreshed and updated to include further modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Ways are being sought to increase use of the fleet as this will assist in identifying and working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Tests included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic (UPDATE ON MON RE SUCCESS OF AM MODE) as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate further fixes, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 22 to 27June (originally 15 June). This is not expected to have any impact on other delivery dates in the programme although the start of build for Release 7.3 (to be used for Heathrow services) will be delayed from 26 June.  



· [bookmark: _GoBack]Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Evidence is currently being finalised, in line with the programme date of 26 June, for approval of multi-train testing in the tunnels.  



· Future testing also depends on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to coordination of software releases, testing and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Key Activities and Issues



· 4x trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. TfL Rail has taken over the The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock services, using thecontinues to be used for service from PAddinton to the Heathrow with the  existing rolling stock to the airport and the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks previously, and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.	Comment by SylviaMannah: When will it be clear?



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and abbey Abbey Wood will take place from 7 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier are is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  	Comment by SylviaMannah: What happens if the remaining tests are not completed this week. 



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including it’s interface with Bombardier.       



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review has beenwas commissioned following last week’sthe  train testing windowwindow period between 8-11 June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. This 

1.4 The review has concluded and has found that there were issues between the track and train communications, there was  an error in the track database information at Canary Wharf, faults with the customised train being used for testing the overhead line and problems with power.  

1.5 The lessons from the testing and review will  be embedded in the detailed countdown to December process before the next testing window, which will run from 30 June to 3 July to ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible..

1.6 Crossrail has continued continues to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.7 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within NR and the train operating companies. These access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 NR has raised [REDACTED]  they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three shortlynext week. Delivery of the upgrades is still planned for December 2019.

1.10 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of training and asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with us to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.13 The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.



1.16 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.17 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.18 The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.19 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.20 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.21 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has generally been good and the timetable is being adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. Section C of the sidings (the final section) was brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The interim target is a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. This may not be fully achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) but reliability continues to grow based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. The planned increase in use of the fleet will assist in working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The last dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and included train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing. On 11 June the first Class 345 ran through to the Western tunnel portal at Westbourne Park.   



· Release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software continues to be tested at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. Issues with the Bombardier European Train Control System (ETCS) mean that this is switched off for testing in the tunnels but needs to be restored in the next release.



· A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3 and any others found in the further testing at Melton. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate fixes to any further issues, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 15 to 22 June. This is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review has beenwas commissioned following last week’sthe  train testing window 8-11 June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. This The review was commissioned recognising that while the testing window between 8-11 June was valuable, not all of the testing time available was used productively. This was due to communications and power availability issuesfound that there had been track-train communications issues, an error in the track database information at Canary Wharf, faults with the customised train being used for testing the overhead line and problems with energisation.  

1.4 Areas for review include: minimising risks to start-up including train delivery to site; loading of new software in advance of the start of test windows; depth of resourcing, as well as cover for contingencies, by specialist contractors including Siemens; and removing constraints caused by incomplete infrastructureThese issues will be learned from and embedded in the detailed “T-minus”/countdown process before the next testing window running from 30 June to 3 July to ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible..

1.5 Crossrail has continuedis continuing to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within NR and the train operating companies. These access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.8 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three shortlynext week. Delivery of the upgrades is still planned for December 2019.

1.9 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of training and asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with us to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.10 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.11 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.12 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.16 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has generally been good and the timetable is being adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. Section C of the sidings (the final section) was brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The interim target is a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. This may not be fully achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) but reliability continues to grow based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. The planned increase in use of the fleet will assist in working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The last dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and included train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing. On 11 June the first Class 345 ran through to the Western tunnel portal at Westbourne Park.   



· Release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software continues to be tested at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. Issues with the Bombardier European Train Control System (ETCS) mean that this is switched off for testing in the tunnels but needs to be restored in the next release.



· A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3 and any others found in the further testing at Melton. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate fixes to any further issues, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 15 to 22 June. This is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review was commissioned following the train testing window period between 8-11 June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. 

1.4 The review has concluded and has found that there were issues between the track and train communications, there was an error in the signalling track database information at Canary Wharf, faults with the customised train being used for testing the overhead line and problems with power.  

1.5 The lessons from the testing and review will  be embedded in the detailed countdown to December process to future before the next testing windows, which will run from 30 June to 3 July to ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible.

1.6 Crossrail continues to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.7 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections in August and early September. Meetings have been held with DfT, NR and the train operators concerned has escalated these issues at the highest levels within NR and the train operating companies. These access requests are vital for completion of signal and train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). NR still plan delivery of the upgrades by December 2019 but These issues have the potential to delay to the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and completion delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week. Delivery of the upgrades is still planned for December 2019.

1.10 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of training and asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with us to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has generally been good and the timetable is being adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. Section C of the sidings (the final section) was brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The interim target is a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. This may not be fully achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) but reliability continues to grow based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. The planned increase in use of the fleet will assist in working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The last dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and included train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing. On 11 June the first Class 345 ran through to the Western tunnel portal at Westbourne Park.   



· Release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software continues to be tested at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. Issues with the Bombardier European Train Control System (ETCS) mean that this is switched off for testing in the tunnels but needs to be restored in the next release.



· A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3 and any others found in the further testing at Melton. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate fixes to any further issues, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 15 to 22 June. This is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

3.1 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available
 up to the end of Period
01 (up to 28 April 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the
 central section has remained at £12,723m after an increase of
 £256m in Period 13. The forecast cost to complete the Crossrail
 works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m and a
 breach in funding has formally been reported in the Crossrail
 semi-annual construction report. We are working with the DfT to
 agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall.
3.2 Crossrail Limited have advised that the final cost outturn is
 likely to be between £211m and £315m above currently available
 funding and if there are schedule challenges to deliver Stage 3
 the cost outturn could increase to about £370m above above
 currently available funding. The Sponsor-led review into some of
 the critical contracts (including systemwide and select stations)
 continues in order to assess the confidence of the cost scenarios
 and the level of required funding. The current findings suggest
 that the most likely outturn cost is aligned with the scenario
 where the Stage 3 opening is maintained through substantial
 workarounds (estimated at £280m above currently available
 funding.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains based at Ilford Depot are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability has been good and the timetable has been adjusted to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. The final group of sidings were brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· [bookmark: _GoBack]Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The June 26 target of a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles will not be achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) and the reliability growth plan is being refreshed and updated to include further modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Bombardier is working on plans to increase the use of the fleet as this will assist in identifying and working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place on 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Testing was completed according to plan and included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse train function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels, Bombardier’s release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate further fixes, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 22 to 27 June (originally 15 June). This is not expected to have any impact on other delivery dates in the programme although the start of build for Release 7.3 (to be used for Heathrow services) will be delayed from 26 June.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to 11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.	Comment by David Bellamy: How did it go?  (Both in terms of the ability to carry out the desired tests and their success/failure)

1.4 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) are continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.5 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]Together with CRL, we met with senior representatives from Siemens in Germany on 5 June, to review the Siemens Crossrail programme including its interface with Bombardier. We are working with them to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time in the revised delivery plan both to complete the railway’s construction and carry out the necessary testing. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.6 CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.7 In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.15 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  	Comment by David Bellamy: This is a lot of defects to fix in a short period of time => high risk.  What is the plan if there are further issues (which there will inevitably be).



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to 11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.	Comment by David Bellamy: How did it go?  (Both in terms of the ability to carry out the desired tests and their success/failure)	Comment by SylviaMannah: The train did run end to end without signalling. The rest of the testing went okay, some passed, some failed and some were deferred. 

1.4 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) are continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.5 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]Together with CRL, we met with senior representatives from Siemens in Germany on 5 June, to review the Siemens Crossrail programme including its interface with Bombardier. We are working with them to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time in the revised delivery plan both to complete the railway’s construction and carry out the necessary testing. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.6 CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.7 In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.15 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    	Comment by SylviaMannah: Completed 



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme. · Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington have been running without major incident since 20 Mayachieving higher punctuality than the previous Great Western and Heathrow Connect services.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 A revised delivery plan has been developed by Crossrail Ltd (CRL), with input from its contractors, London Underground, Rail for London and MTR MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to commencement of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]A number of challenges remain in completing some critical activities including. These include, but are not limited to, ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required,; completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems; and securing possession periods from Network Rail in the autumn for testing signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. CRL is actively managing these with its contractors including a high-level visit to Siemens in Germany this week to focus on the critical path to completing their signalling, communications and controls activities. The Network Rail possession issue is being escalated with DfT. 



1.7 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to applying pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and to working with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 	Comment by andrewbrown2: Are this paragraph  and the following one always the same in every note…?

1.8 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies needs to increase and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establishing new weekly metrics, a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.9 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.10 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.11 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.12 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.13 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington have been running without major incident achieving higher punctuality than the previous Great Western and Heathrow Connect services.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 A revised delivery plan has been developed by CRL, with input from its contractors, LU, RfL and MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to commencement of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

[bookmark: _msoanchor_2]2.4	A number of challenges remain in completing some critical activities. These include, but are not limited to, ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required, completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems and securing possession periods from Network Rail in the autumn for testing signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. This latter issue has been escalated to DfT (as joint Sponsor of the project).

2.5	The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) continues to applying pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and working with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies needs to increase and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establishing new weekly metrics, a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.6 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.7 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.8 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.9 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.10 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS.  This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.11 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good.

· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering  and short circuit testing of the rest of the tunnels.

1.4 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington have been running without major incident since 20 May.

1.5 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Handover Execution Plans which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements to London Underground continue to be refined by Crossrail with the Infrastructure Managers.The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.6 A senior Crossrail Ltd (CRL)/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June. The meeting reviewed the Siemens Crossrail programme, including its interface with Bombardier. Further work is being undertaken between these parties to prioritise the testing activities and ensure there is sufficient time for the testing required and completion of construction activities in the revised delivery plan. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.7 A revised delivery plan has been developed by Crossrail Ltd (CRL), with input from its contractors, London Underground, Rail for London and MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to the start of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]A number of challenges remain in completing some critical activities including ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required; completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems; and CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the securing possession periods (“access requests”) it needs from Network Rail from Network Rail in thethis autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. CRL is actively managing these with its contractors including a high-level visit to Siemens in Germany this week to focus on the critical path to completing their signalling, communications and controls activities. The Network Rail possession issue is being escalated with DfTIn addition, CRL is actively working with Network Rail on the contracts to be put in place for the upgrade of the western stations to ensure full use of the Christmas 2018 possession period can be made and delivery secured by December 20. 19.



1.9 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and to has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.10 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required.and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establisheding new weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to , a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation escalate with contractors at a senior level.l.

Costs

1.11 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.12 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.16 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· xx (last week 49) trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but the rate of progress would need to improve still further to achieve the 26 June target.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and includes train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current testing in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved quickly, because it is necessary if the Class 345 is to be driven directly into the tunnels for future tests, as opposed to being hauled by a locomotive train from the depot. 



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton and formulating plans and programmes to resolve the bugs they have found and how these will be resolved in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved. They are also assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.

It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.

Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering  and short circuit testing of the rest of the tunnels.

1.4 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington have been running without major incident since 20 May.

1.5 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Handover Execution Plans which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements to London Underground continue to be refined by Crossrail with the Infrastructure Managers.The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.6 A senior Crossrail Ltd (CRL)/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June. The meeting reviewed the Siemens Crossrail programme, including its interface with Bombardier. Further work is being undertaken between these parties to prioritise the testing activities and ensure there is sufficient time for the testing required and completion of construction activities in the revised delivery plan.

1.7 A revised delivery plan has been developed by Crossrail Ltd (CRL), with input from its contractors, London Underground, Rail for London and MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to the start of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]A number of challenges remain in completing some critical activities including ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required; completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems; and CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the securing possession periods (“access requests”) it needs from Network Rail from Network Rail in the autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. CRL is actively managing these with its contractors including a high-level visit to Siemens in Germany this week to focus on the critical path to completing their signalling, communications and controls activities. The Network Rail possession issue is being escalated with DfTIn addition, CRL is actively working with Network Rail on the contracts to be put in place for the upgrade of the western stations to ensure full use of the Christmas 2018 possession period can be made and delivery secured by December 20. 19.



1.9 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and to has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.10 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required.and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establisheding new weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to , a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation escalate with contractors at a senior level.l.

Costs

1.11 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.12 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.16 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· xx (last week 49) trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but the rate of progress would need to improve still further to achieve the 26 June target.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and includes train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current testing in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved quickly, because it is necessary if the Class 345 is to be driven directly into the tunnels for future tests, as opposed to being hauled by a locomotive train from the depot. 



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton and formulating plans and programmes to resolve the bugs they have found and how these will be resolved in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved. They are also assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful energisation and short circuit testing of the rest of the tunnels.

1.4 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington have been running without major incident since 20 May.

1.5 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Handover Execution Plans which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements continue to be refined by Crossrail with the Infastructure Managers.The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.6 A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June. The meeting reviewed the Siemens Crossrail programme, including its interface with Bombardier. Further work is being undertaken between these parties to prioritise the testing activities and ensure there is sufficient time for the testing required and completion of construction activities in the revised delivery plan.

1.7 A revised delivery plan has been developed by Crossrail Ltd (CRL), with input from its contractors, London Underground, Rail for London and MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to the start of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]A number of challenges remain in completing some critical activities including ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required; completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems; and CRL has escalated, to DfT through Sponsors, the securing possession periods (“access requests”) it needs from Network Rail from Network Rail in the autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. CRL is actively managing these with its contractors including a high-level visit to Siemens in Germany this week to focus on the critical path to completing their signalling, communications and controls activities. The Network Rail possession issue is being escalated with DfTIn addition CRL is actively working with Network Rail on the contracts to be put in place for the upgrade of the western stations to ensure full use of the Christmas 2018 possession period can be made and delivery secured by December 20. 19.



1.9 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and to has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.10 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required.and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establisheding new weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to , a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation escalate with contractors at a senior level.l.

Costs

1.11 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.12 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.16 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Further work is being undertaken between these parties to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time for the testing required and completion of construction activities in the revised delivery plan. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.7 In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.15 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to 11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.

1.4 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) are continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements continue to be refined by Crossrail with the Infrastructure Managers.

1.5 We met with A senior representatives from Crossrail Ltd (CRL)/TfL/ and Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June, to review . The meeting reviewed the Siemens Crossrail programme, including its interface with Bombardier. We are working withFurther work is being undertaken between these parties to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time for the testing required and completion of construction activities in the revised delivery plan both to complete the railway’s construction and carry out the necessary testing. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.7 In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.15 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A quick lessons learned review has been commissioned following last week’s train testing window to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. This review was commissioned recognising that while the testing window 8-11 June was productive valuable not all of the testing time available was used productively due to issues such as train readiness and reliability, communications and power availability. 1.4 Crossrail has continued to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. They are considering the level of functionality scope needed to enable delivery of the Elizabeth line in December and, if reduced,  what impact this would have on the testing plans between now and September.	Comment by stephaniedoyne: What does this actually mean?

1.5 At the moment, there is insufficient time to complete the testing required ahead of the joint trial running and trial operations from 1 October 2018. This remains an area of serious attention and an improved plan that balances construction and testing time is being developed over the next fortnight.	Comment by stephaniedoyne: Is this being discussed in the weekly calls? If it is I think we should add a line in to say that we are speaking to Crossrail each week to manage the mitigations. 	Comment by Lucy Findlay: Yes it is

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing.  Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within Network Rail and the train operating companies. These access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.8 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, West Drayton) (four week response period) and propose retendering the other three shortly. These still include delivery for December 2019.	Comment by stephaniedoyne: Which three?

1.9 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. Provision of asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.10 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.11 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.12 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.16 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has generally been good and the timetable is being adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. Section C of the sidings (the final section) was brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The interim target is a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. This may not be fully achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) but reliability continues to grow based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. The planned increase in use of the fleet will assist in working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The last dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and included train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing. On 11 June the first Class 345 ran through to the Western tunnel portal at Westbourne Park.   



· Release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software continues to be tested at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. Issues with the Bombardier European Train Control System (ETCS) mean that this is switched off for testing in the tunnels but needs to be restored in the next release.



· A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3 and any others found in the further testing at Melton. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate fixes to any further issues, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 15 to 22 June. This is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has generally been good and the timetable is being adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. Section C of the sidings (the final section) was brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The interim target is a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. This may not be fully achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) but reliability continues to grow based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. The planned increase in use of the fleet will assist in working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The last dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and included train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing. On 11 June the first Class 345 ran through to the Western tunnel portal at Westbourne Park.   



· Release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software continues to be tested at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. Issues with the Bombardier European Train Control System (ETCS) mean that this is switched off for testing in the tunnels but needs to be restored in the next release.



· A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3 and any others found in the further testing at Melton. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate fixes to any further issues, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 15 to 22 June. This is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A quick lessons learned review has been commissioned  following last week’s train testing window to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. This review was commissioned recognising that while the testing window 8-11 June was productive not all of the testing time available was used productively. 

1.4 Crossrail has continued to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. They are  considering  the level of functionality needed to enable delivery of the Elizabeth line in  December and what impact this would have on the testing plans between now and September.

1.5 At the moment, there is insufficient time to complete the testing required ahead of the  joint trial running and trial operations from 1 October 2018. This remains an area of serious attention and an improved plan that balances construction and testing time is being developed over the next fortnight.

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (Crossrail Ltd (CRL)) are is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]Together with CRL, we met with senior representatives from Siemens in Germany on 5 June, to review the Siemens Crossrail programme including its interface with Bombardier. We are working with them to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time in the revised delivery plan both to complete the railway’s construction and carry out the necessary testing. 

1.8 CRL continues to work has  with escalated, to the DfT on the project critical issue of securing through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within Network Rail and the train operating companies. These possession access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (four week response period) and propose retendering the other three shortly. These still include delivery for December 2019.CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 	Comment by SylviaMannah: Does this delay the project?


1.10 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. Provision of asset data has improved. These materials are is is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.13 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.14 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.15 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.16 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.17 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A quick lessons learned review has been commissioned  following last week’s train testing window to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised to deliver maximum use of the next testing windows can be made. This review was commissioned recognising that while the testing window 8-11 June was productive not all of the testing time available was used productively. 

1.4 Crossrail Ltd (CRL) ‘s  operational team have continued to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. They are  considering  requirements needed to enable the delivery of the Elizabeth line in  December and what impact this would have on the testing plans between now and September.

1.5 At the moment, there is insufficient time to complete the testing required ahead of the  joint trial running and trial operations from 1 October 2018. This remains an area of serious attention and an improved plan that balances construction and testing time is being developed over the next fortnight.

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) are is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]Together with CRL, we met with senior representatives from Siemens in Germany on 5 June, to review the Siemens Crossrail programme including its interface with Bombardier. We are working with them to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time in the revised delivery plan both to complete the railway’s construction and carry out the necessary testing. 

1.8 CRL continues to  has  with escalated, to the DfT on the project critical issue of securing through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within Network Rail and the train operating companies. These possession access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 In addition, NR has [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (four week response period) and propose retendering the other three shortly. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 	Comment by SylviaMannah: Does this delay the project?


1.10 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. Provision of asset data has improved. These materials are is is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.13 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.14 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.15 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.16 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.17 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A rapid lessons learned review is being undertaken following last week’s train testing window to ensure that maximum use of the next testing windows can be made. This review was commissioned recognising that while the testing window 8-11 June was productive not all of the testing time available was used productively. 

1.4 Crossrail Ltd and the operational team have continued to follow-up the visit to Siemens on 5 June and are considering the level of functionality required significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to 11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.to bring the service into operation in December and what impact this would have on the testing plans between now and September.

1.5 At present there is unsufficient time to complete the testing required prior to commencing combined trial running and trial operations from 1 October 2018. This remains an area of serious attention and an optimised plan that balances construction and testing time is being developed over the next fortnight.

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) are continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]Together with CRL, we met with senior representatives from Siemens in Germany on 5 June, to review the Siemens Crossrail programme including its interface with Bombardier. We are working with them to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time in the revised delivery plan both to complete the railway’s construction and carry out the necessary testing. 

1.8 CRL has is continuing to work with escalated, to the DfT on the project critical issue of securing through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within Network Rail and the train operating companies. These possession access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 In addition, NR has [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (four week response period) and propose retendering the other three shortly. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 

1.10 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. Provision of asset data has improved. These materials are is is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.13 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.14 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.15 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.16 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.17 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).  

·

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review has been commissioned following last week’s train testing window to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. This review was commissioned recognising that while the testing window between 8-11 June was valuable, not all of the testing time available was used productively. This was due to communications and power availability issues.  

1.4 Areas for review include: minimising risks to start-up including train delivery to site; loading of new software in advance of the start of test windows; depth of resourcing, as well as cover for contingencies, by specialist contractors including Siemens; and removing constraints caused by incomplete infrastructure.

1.5 Crossrail has continued to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within NR and the train operating companies. These access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.8 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three shortly. Delivery of the upgrades is still planned for December 2019.

1.9 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with us to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.10 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.11 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.12 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.16 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has generally been good and the timetable is being adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. Section C of the sidings (the final section) was brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The interim target is a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. This may not be fully achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) but reliability continues to grow based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. The planned increase in use of the fleet will assist in working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The last dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and included train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing. On 11 June the first Class 345 ran through to the Western tunnel portal at Westbourne Park.   



· Release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software continues to be tested at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. Issues with the Bombardier European Train Control System (ETCS) mean that this is switched off for testing in the tunnels but needs to be restored in the next release.



· A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3 and any others found in the further testing at Melton. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate fixes to any further issues, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 15 to 22 June. This is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to 11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.

1.4 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) are continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.5 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]Together with CRL, we met with senior representatives from Siemens in Germany on 5 June, to review the Siemens Crossrail programme including its interface with Bombardier. We are working with them to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time in the revised delivery plan both to complete the railway’s construction and carry out the necessary testing. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.6 CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.7 In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.15 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to 11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.

1.4 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) are continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements continue to be refined by Crossrail with the Infrastructure Managers.

1.5 We met with A senior representatives from Crossrail Ltd (CRL)/TfL/ and Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June, to review . The meeting reviewed the Siemens Crossrail programme, including its interface with Bombardier. We are working withFurther work is being undertaken between these parties to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time for the testing required and completion of construction activities in the revised delivery plan both to complete the railway’s construction and carry out the necessary testing. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.7 In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.15 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to 11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.

1.4 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) are continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements continue to be refined by Crossrail with the Infrastructure Managers.

1.5 We met with A senior representatives from Crossrail Ltd (CRL)/TfL/ and Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June, to review . The meeting reviewed the Siemens Crossrail programme, including its interface with Bombardier. We are working withFurther work is being undertaken between these parties to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time for the testing required and completion of construction activities in the revised delivery plan both to complete the railway’s construction and carry out the necessary testing. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.7 In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.15 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.

1.7 In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.15 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).  

·

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to 11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.

1.4 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) are continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.5 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]Together with CRL, we met with senior representatives from Siemens in Germany on 5 June, to review the Siemens Crossrail programme including its interface with Bombardier. We are working with them to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time in the revised delivery plan both to complete the railway’s construction and carry out the necessary testing. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.6 CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.7 In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.15 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A quick lessons learned review has been commissioned following last week’s train testing window to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. This review was commissioned recognising that while the testing window 8-11 June was productive not all of the testing time available was used productively. 	Comment by stephaniedoyne: We need to expand on this. Why was the time not used correctly?

1.4 Crossrail has continued to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. They are considering the level of functionality needed to enable delivery of the Elizabeth line in December and what impact this would have on the testing plans between now and September.	Comment by stephaniedoyne: What does this actually mean?

1.5 At the moment, there is insufficient time to complete the testing required ahead of the joint trial running and trial operations from 1 October 2018. This remains an area of serious attention and an improved plan that balances construction and testing time is being developed over the next fortnight.	Comment by stephaniedoyne: Is this being discussed in the weekly calls? If it is I think we should add a line in to say that we are speaking to Crossrail each week to manage the mitigations. 

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing.  Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within Network Rail and the train operating companies. These access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.8 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (four week response period) and propose retendering the other three shortly. These still include delivery for December 2019.	Comment by stephaniedoyne: Which three?

1.9 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. Provision of asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.10 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.11 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.12 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.16 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

This may not be fully achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) but reliability continues to grow based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. The planned increase in use of the fleet will assist in working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The last dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and included train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing. On 11 June the first Class 345 ran through to the Western tunnel portal at Westbourne Park.   



· Release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software continues to be tested at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. Issues with the Bombardier European Train Control System (ETCS) mean that this is switched off for testing in the tunnels but needs to be restored in the next release.



· A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3 and any others found in the further testing at Melton. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate fixes to any further issues, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 15 to 22 June. This is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A quick lessons learned review has been commissioned following last week’s train testing window to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. This review was commissioned recognising that while the testing window between 8-11 June was valuable, not all of the testing time available was used productively. This was due to issues such as train readiness and reliability, communications and power availability.  Areas for review include: minimising risks to start up including train delivery to site; loading of new software in advance of the start of test windows; depth of resourcing, as well as cover for contingencies, by specialist contractors including Siemens and removing constraints caused by incomplete infrastructure.

1.4 Crossrail has continued to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. They are considering the scope needed to enable delivery of the Elizabeth line in December and, if reduced, what impact this would have on the testing plans between now and September.

1.5 At the moment, there is insufficient time to complete the testing required ahead of the joint trial running and trial operations from 1 October 2018. This remains an area of serious attention and an improved plan that balances construction and testing time is being developed over the next fortnight.

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing.  Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within Network Rail and the train operating companies. These access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.8 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, West Drayton) (four week response period) and propose retendering the other three shortly. These still include delivery for December 2019.

1.9 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. Provision of asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.10 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.11 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.12 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.16 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

 2.4, that I deleted) because there was no mention of it at last week’s meeting
 with the Mayor. He feels strongly that we cannot spring things like this on him
 in a weekly note when there is ample opportunity to trail it in person.
I also think (although he did not explicitly say this to me) that it is probable
 Mike himself wasn’t aware of this problem with hitting the October date. We
 should not be telling him big things like this through his review of these notes
 for the Mayor.
Mike also does not want us to reference train availability and reliability issues
 as one of the causes of any problems with the last big testing window, in para
 2.1 -- this was also not mentioned at all in the update to the Mayor last week.
If these points in 2.1 and 2.4 are correct and need to be reported to the
 Mayor, we will need to have a conversation (with Mike, at some stage) about
 how we can best do that.
I have deleted the references to trains in para 2.1 in the attached version.
 Please can you confirm that’s not a major issue, before we share it with City
 Hall?
I will let City Hall know that we’ll aim to get the note to them first thing
 tomorrow.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review has been commissioned following last week’s train testing window to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. This review was commissioned recognising that while the testing window between 8-11 June was valuable, not all of the testing time available was used productively. This was due to communications and power availability issues.  

1.4 Areas for review include: minimising risks to start-up including train delivery to site; loading of new software in advance of the start of test windows; depth of resourcing, as well as cover for contingencies, by specialist contractors including Siemens; and removing constraints caused by incomplete infrastructure.

1.5 Crossrail has continued to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within NR and the train operating companies. These access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.8 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three shortly. Delivery of the upgrades is still planned for December 2019.

1.9 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with us to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.10 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.11 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.12 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.16 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Elizabeth line - Bombardier Weekly Report 18 June 2018

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has generally been good and the timetable is being adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. Section C of the sidings (the final section) was brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The interim target is a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. This may not be fully achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) but reliability continues to grow based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. The planned increase in use of the fleet will assist in working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The last dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and included train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing. On 11 June the first Class 345 ran through to the Western tunnel portal at Westbourne Park.   



· Release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software continues to be tested at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. Issues with the Bombardier European Train Control System (ETCS) mean that this is switched off for testing in the tunnels but needs to be restored in the next release.



· A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3 and any others found in the further testing at Melton. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate fixes to any further issues, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 15 to 22 June. This is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review has been commissioned following last week’s train testing window to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. This review was commissioned recognising that while the testing window between 8-11 June was valuable, not all of the testing time available was used productively. This was due to issues such as train readiness and reliability, communications and power availability issues.  

1.4 Areas for review include: minimising risks to start- up including train delivery to site; loading of new software in advance of the start of test windows; depth of resourcing, as well as cover for contingencies, by specialist contractors including Siemens; and removing constraints caused by incomplete infrastructure.

1.5 Crossrail has continued to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities They are considering the scope needed to enable delivery of the Elizabeth line in December and, if reduced, what impact this would have on the testing plans between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.6 At the moment, there is insufficient time to complete the testing required ahead of the joint trial running and trial operations from 1 October 2018. This remains an area of serious attention and an improved plan that balances construction and testing time is being developed over the next fortnight.

1.7 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within NR and the train operating companies. These access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, West Drayton); this retendering which has a four week response period), and NR are proposing toe retendering the other three shortly. These still include dDelivery of the upgrades is still planned for December 2019.

1.10 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL us to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.13 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.14 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.15 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.16 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.17 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Elizabeth line - Bombardier Weekly Report 18 June 2018

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has generally been good and the timetable is being adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. Section C of the sidings (the final section) was brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The interim target is a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. This may not be fully achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) but reliability continues to grow based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. The planned increase in use of the fleet will assist in working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The last dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and included train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing. On 11 June the first Class 345 ran through to the Western tunnel portal at Westbourne Park.   



· Release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software continues to be tested at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. Issues with the Bombardier European Train Control System (ETCS) mean that this is switched off for testing in the tunnels but needs to be restored in the next release.



· A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3 and any others found in the further testing at Melton. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate fixes to any further issues, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 15 to 22 June. This is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 While there was much positive works carried out we commissioned a review following the train testing window period between 8-11June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. 

1.4 The lessons from the testing and review will now be applied to ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible.

1.5 The Crossrail team continues to work with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the future Infrastructure Managers (in TfL) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT and Network Rail (NR) on the project critical issue of securing railway access from NR for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections in August and early September. Meetings have been held with DfT, NR and the train operators concerned. These access requests are vital for completion of signal and train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.8 NR’s have the made the decision to retender the upgrades of some of the western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). NR have now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week. NR still plan delivery of the upgrades by December 2019, but the potential delay to the award of construction risk the final completion. 

Costs

1.9 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.10 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.11 We have now reached a deal in principle with the DfT and HM Treasury on how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. This requires approval by the Mayor in his capacity as Chair of the TfL Board, and a separate paper has been provided to seek that approval.

1.12 The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication next week. 

1.13 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018. The draft WMS and our press statement and reactive lines will be shared with the Mayor in advance of publication.

Programme and Schedule 

1.14 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains based at Ilford Depot are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability has been good and the timetable has been adjusted to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. The final group of sidings were brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The 26 June target of a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles has not been achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that), but this will not impact on the December opening date and the reliability growth plan is being refreshed and updated to include further modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Bombardier is working on plans to increase the use of the fleet as this will assist in identifying and working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place on 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Testing was completed according to plan and included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse train function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels, Bombardier’s release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate further fixes, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 22 to 27 June (originally 15 June). This is not expected to have any impact on other delivery dates in the programme although the start of build for Release 7.3 (to be used for Heathrow services) will be delayed from 26 June.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Evidence is currently being finalised, in line with the programme date of 26 June, for approval of multi-train testing in the tunnels.  



· Future testing also depends on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to coordination of software releases, testing and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review was commissioned following the train testing window period between 8-11 June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. 

1.4 The review has now concluded and has identified a number of specific issues relating to track and train communications, power reliability and resilience and the found that there were issues between the customised test train which was used for testing the overhead line. track and train communications, there was an error in the signalling track database information at Canary Wharf, faults with the customised train being used for testing the overhead line and problems with power.  

1.5 The lessons from the testing and review will be embedded in the detailed countdown process to future test windows,  and ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible.

1.6 Crossrail continues to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.7 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing railway access from Network Rail (NR) for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections in August and early September. Meetings have been held with DfT, NR and the train operators concerned. These access requests are vital for completion of signal and train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 NR’s retendering of NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of some of the western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton) continues, following the compliance issues they raised with the original tender returns. NR have now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week. NR still plan delivery of the upgrades by December 2019, but the potential delay to the award of construction contracts threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and increases the risk associated with the final completion in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week.

1.10 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of training and asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with us to prioritise the production schedule. 1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We have now reached a deal in principle with the DfT and HM Treasury on We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. This will require approval by the Mayor in his capacity as Chair of the TfL Board, and a separate paper will be provided to seek that approval.

1.15 The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June. This is currently expected to take place on 28 June.

1.16 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018. The draft WMS and our press statement and reactive lines will be shared with the Mayor in advance of publication.

· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains based at Ilford Depot are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability has been good and the timetable has been adjusted to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. The final group of sidings were brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The 26 June 26 target of a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles will has not been achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that), but this will not impact on the December opening date and the reliability growth plan is being refreshed and updated to include further modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Bombardier is working on plans to increase the use of the fleet as this will assist in identifying and working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place on 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Testing was completed according to plan and included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse train function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels, Bombardier’s release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate further fixes, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 22 to 27 June (originally 15 June). This is not expected to have any impact on other delivery dates in the programme although the start of build for Release 7.3 (to be used for Heathrow services) will be delayed from 26 June.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Evidence is currently being finalised, in line with the programme date of 26 June, for approval of multi-train testing in the tunnels.  



· Future testing also depends on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to coordination of software releases, testing and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review was commissioned following the train testing window period between 8-11 June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. 

1.4 The review has now concluded and has identified a number of specific issues relating to found that there were issues between the customised test train which was used for testing the overhead line as well as issues with power and the track. track and train communications, there was an error in the signalling track database information at Canary Wharf, faults with the customised train being used for testing the overhead line and problems with power.  

1.5 The lessons from the testing and review will be embedded in the detailed countdown process to future test windows, ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible.

1.6 Crossrail continues to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.7 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing railway access from Network Rail (NR) for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections in August and early September. Meetings have been held with DfT, NR and the train operators concerned. These access requests are vital for completion of signal and train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 NR’s retendering of NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of some of the western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton) continues, following the compliance issues they raised with the original tender returns. NR have now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week. NR still plan delivery of the upgrades by December 2019, but the potential delay to the award of construction contracts threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and increase the risk associated with the final completion in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week.

1.10 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of training and asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with us to prioritise the production schedule. 1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We have now reached a deal in principle with the DfT and HM Treasury on We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. This will require approval by the Mayor in his capacity as Chair of the TfL Board, and a separate paper will be provided to seek that approval.

1.15 The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June. This is currently expected to take place on 28 June.

1.16 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018. The draft WMS and our press statement and reactive lines will be shared with the Mayor in advance of publication.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review was commissioned following the train testing window period between 8-11 June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. 

1.4 The review has now concluded and has identified a number of specific issues relating to found that there were issues between the track and train communications, there was an error in the signalling track database information at Canary Wharf, and the power supply and its interface faults with the customisedtest train being used for testing the overhead line and problems with power.  

1.5 The lessons from the testing and review will be embedded in the detailed countdown process to future test windows, ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible.

1.6 Crossrail continues to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.7 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing railway access from Network Rail (NR) for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections in August and early September. Meetings have been held with DfT, NR and the train operators concerned. These access requests are vital for completion of signal and train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 NR’s retendering of NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of the western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton) continues, following the compliance issues they raised with the original tender returns. NR have now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week. NR still plan delivery of the upgrades by December 2019, but the potential delay to the award of construction contracts threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and increase the risk associated with the final completion date in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week. 1.10 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of training and asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with us to prioritise the production schedule. 1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We have now reached a deal in principle with the DfT and HM Treasury on We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. This will require approval by the Mayor in his capacity as Chair of the TfL Board, and a separate paper will be provided to seek that approval.

1.15 The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June. This is currently expected to take place on 28 June.

1.16 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018. The draft WMS and our press statement and reactive lines will be shared with the Mayor in advance of publication.

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Key Activities and Issues	Comment by andrewbrown2: Have inserted the new text from Howard overnight (not in track changes as it would not then show my tweaks to it)



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains based at Ilford Depot are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability has been good and the timetable has been adjusted to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. The final group of sidings were brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The 26 June 26 target of a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles will has not been achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that), but this will not impact on the December opening date and the reliability growth plan is being refreshed and updated to include further modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Bombardier is working on plans to increase the use of the fleet as this will assist in identifying and working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place on 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Testing was completed according to plan and included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse train function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels, Bombardier’s release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate further fixes, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 22 to 27 June (originally 15 June). This is not expected to have any impact on other delivery dates in the programme although the start of build for Release 7.3 (to be used for Heathrow services) will be delayed from 26 June.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Evidence is currently being finalised, in line with the programme date of 26 June, for approval of multi-train testing in the tunnels.  



· Future testing also depends on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to coordination of software releases, testing and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review was commissioned following the train testing window period between 8-11 June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. 

1.4 The review has now concluded and has identified a number of specific issues relating to found that there were issues between the track and train communications, there was an error in the signalling track database information at Canary Wharf, and the power supply and its interface faults with the customisedtest train being used for testing the overhead line and problems with power.  

1.5 The lessons from the testing and review will be embedded in the detailed countdown process to future test windows, ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible.

1.6 Crossrail continues to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.7 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing railway access from Network Rail (NR) for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections in August and early September. Meetings have been held with DfT, NR and the train operators concerned. These access requests are vital for completion of signal and train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 NR’s retendering of NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of the western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton) continues, following the compliance issues they raised with the original tender returns. NR have now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week. NR still plan delivery of the upgrades by December 2019, but the potential delay to the award of construction contracts threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and increase the risk associated with the final completion date in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week. 1.10 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of training and asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with us to prioritise the production schedule. 1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We have now reached a deal in principle with the DfT and HM Treasury on We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. This will require approval by the Mayor in his capacity as Chair of the TfL Board, and a separate paper will be provided to seek that approval.

1.15 The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June. This is currently expected to take place on 28 June.

1.16 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018. The draft WMS and our press statement and reactive lines will be shared with the Mayor in advance of publication.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review was commissioned following the train testing window period between 8-11 June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. 

1.4 The review has concluded and has found that there were issues between the track and train communications, there was an error in the signalling track database information at Canary Wharf, faults with the customised train being used for testing the overhead line and problems with power.  	Comment by stephaniedoyne: How long did the review take? What were the faults with the train? How are we checking that these don’t occur in the future?

1.5 The lessons from the testing and review will be embedded in the detailed countdown process to future test windows, ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible.	Comment by stephaniedoyne: What are we doing to try and minimise the above impacts on the next round of testing i.e. checking the train in advance of testing?

1.6 Crossrail continues to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.7 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing railway access from Network Rail (NR) for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections in August and early September. Meetings have been held with DfT, NR and the train operators concerned. These access requests are vital for completion of signal and train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). NR still plan delivery of the upgrades by December 2019 but the potential delay to the award of construction contracts threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and completion in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week.

1.10 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of training and asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with us to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.11 [bookmark: _GoBack]There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.13 The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains based at Ilford Depot are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability has been good and the timetable has been adjusted to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. The final group of sidings were brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The June 26 target of a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles will not be achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) and the reliability growth plan is being refreshed and updated to include further modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Bombardier is working on plans to increase the use of the fleet as this will assist in identifying and working through any remaining issues.  	Comment by SylviaMannah: Do we have a revised date to achieve the 10,000 mile and what’s the impact/ implications for the December launch date?



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place on 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Tests included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic (UPDATE ON MON RE SUCCESS OF AM MODE) as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse train function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels, Bombardier’s release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate further fixes, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 22 to 27June (originally 15 June). This is not expected to have any impact on other delivery dates in the programme although the start of build for Release 7.3 (to be used for Heathrow services) will be delayed from 26 June.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Evidence is currently being finalised, in line with the programme date of 26 June, for approval of multi-train testing in the tunnels.  



· Future testing also depends on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to coordination of software releases, testing and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains based at Ilford Depot are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability has been good and the timetable has been adjusted to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. The final group of sidings were brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The 26 June target of a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles has not been achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that), but this will not impact on the December opening date and the reliability growth plan is being refreshed and updated to include further modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Bombardier is working on plans to increase the use of the fleet as this will assist in identifying and working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place on 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Testing was completed according to plan and included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse train function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels, Bombardier’s release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate further fixes, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 22 to 27 June (originally 15 June). This is not expected to have any impact on other delivery dates in the programme although the start of build for Release 7.3 (to be used for Heathrow services) will be delayed from 26 June.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Evidence is currently being finalised, in line with the programme date of 26 June, for approval of multi-train testing in the tunnels.  



· Future testing also depends on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to coordination of software releases, testing and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 A revised delivery plan has been developed by Crossail Ltd (CRL), with input from its contractors, London Undergound, Rail for London and MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to commencement of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]2.4	A number of challenges remain in completing some critical activities. These include, but are not limited to, ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required, completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems and securing possession periods from Network Rail in the autumn for testing signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. This latter issue has been escalated to DfT (as joint Sponsor of the project).	Comment by stephaniedoyne: Can we put something in about how we are mitigating these risks.

1.7 2.5	The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) continues to applying pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and working with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.8 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies needs to increase and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establishing new weekly metrics, a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.9 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.10 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.11 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.12 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.13 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS.  This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.14 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington have been running without major incident achieving higher punctuality than the previous Great Western and Heathrow Connect services.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 A revised delivery plan has been developed by CRL, with input from its contractors, LU, RfL and MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to commencement of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

[bookmark: _msoanchor_2]2.4	A number of challenges remain in completing some critical activities. These include, but are not limited to, ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required, completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems and securing possession periods from Network Rail in the autumn for testing signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. This latter issue has been escalated to DfT (as joint Sponsor of the project).

2.5	The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) continues to applying pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and working with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies needs to increase and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establishing new weekly metrics, a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.6 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.7 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.8 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.9 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.10 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS.  This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.11 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington has have been running without major incident achieving higher punctuality than the previous Great Western and Heathrow Connect services.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 A revised delivery plan has been developed by CRL, with input from its contractors, LU, RfL and MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to commencement of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

1.6 2.4	

1.7 A number of The continued use of testing windows has improved the productivity of tunnel fit-out activities and testing carried out by reducing down-time between team handovers and logistical constraints in accessing the tunnels. However, challenges remain in completing some critical activities. These  includinge, but are not limited to, ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required, completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems and securing possession periods from Network Rail in the autumn for testing signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. This latter issue has been escalated to DfT (as joint Sponsor of the project).all the installation of cables as well as train testing in Crossrail Ltd.’s (CRL) programme.



2.5	The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) continues to applying pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and working with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

A revised plan has been developed by CRL, with input from its contractors, LU, RfL and MTR that enables greater time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a condensed but workable period for trial running and operational readiness prior to commencement of Elizabeth line services in December 2018.

There is remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies needs to increase and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establishing new weekly metrics, a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.8 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period (up to 28 April 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m after an increase of £256m in Period 13.  The forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m and a forecast breach in funding has formally been reported in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report. We are working with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall.

1.9 CRL have has advised that the final cost outturn is likely to be between £211m and £315m above currently available funding and if there are schedule challenges to deliver Stage 3, the cost outturn could increase to about £370m above the available funding. The Sponsor-led review into some of the critical contracts (including systemwide and select stations) continues in order to assess the confidence of the cost scenarios and the level of required funding. The current findings suggest that the most likely outturn cost is aligned with the scenario where the Stage 3 opening date is maintained through increased delivery resource and changes to working practices - use of ‘blockade’ working (estimated at £280m above currently available funding.

1.10 [bookmark: _GoBack] The reported cost for Network Rail's (NR) delivery of the On Network Works remained at £2,530m in Period 1. NR has indicated further risks to costs in the range of [REDACTED],   with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. DfT will hold a Director-level meeting in June (date tbc) withthis week with NR and CRL to scrutinise the cost range and the remaining financial and commercial risks.

1.11 The increase in costs above currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement that is being prepared for Parliament the week of 18 June. In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements and Q&A to accompany the WMS. TfL will be particularly focused on balancing the narrative to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 7 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington has been running without major incident achieving higher punctuality than the previous Great Western and Heathrow Connect services.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 [bookmark: _msoanchor_1][bookmark: _msoanchor_2]The continued use of testing windows has improved the productivity of tunnel fit-out activities and testing carried out by reducing down-time between team handovers and logistical constraints in accessing the tunnels. However, challenges remain in completing some critical activities including all the installation of cables as well as train testing in Crossrail Ltd.’s (CRL) programme.

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_3]A revised plan has been developed by CRL, with input from its contractors, LU, RfL and MTR that enables greater time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a condensed but workable period for trial running and operational readiness prior to commencement of Elizabeth line services in December 2018.

1.7 There is a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies needs to increase and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establishing new weekly metrics, a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.8 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period (up to 28 April 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m after an increase of £256m in Period 13.  The forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m and a breach in funding has formally been reported in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report. We are working with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall.

1.9 CRL have advised that the final cost outturn is likely to be between £211m and £315m above currently available funding and if there are schedule challenges to deliver Stage 3, the cost outturn could increase to about £370m above the available funding. The Sponsor-led review into some of the critical contracts (including systemwide and select stations) continues in order to assess the confidence of the cost scenarios and the level of required funding. The current findings suggest that the most likely outturn cost is aligned with the scenario where the Stage 3 opening date is maintained through increased delivery resource and changes to working practices - use of ‘blockade’ working (estimated at £280m above currently available funding.

1.10 [bookmark: _GoBack] The reported cost for Network Rail's (NR) delivery of the On Network Works remained at £2,530m in Period 1. NR has indicated further risks to costs in the range of [REDACTED],   with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. DfT will hold a Director-level meeting in June (date tbc) with NR and CRL to scrutinise the cost range and the remaining financial and commercial risks.

1.11 The increase in costs above currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement that is being prepared for Parliament the week of 18 June. In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements and Q&A to accompany the WMS. TfL will be particularly focused on balancing the narrative to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 7 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington commenced on 20 May 2018. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for services between Paddington and Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington. The service has been running without major incident achieving higher punctuality than the previous Great Western and Heathrow Connect services.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 [bookmark: _msoanchor_1][bookmark: _msoanchor_2]The continued use of testing windows has improved the productivity of tunnel fit-out activities and testing carried out by reducing down-time between team handovers and logistical constraints in accessing the tunnels. However, challenges remain in completing some critical activities including all the installation of cables as well as train testing in Crossrail Ltd.’s (CRL) programme.

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_3]A revised plan has been developed is under development with input from by CRL, with input from their its contractors, LU, RfL and MTR that will continue to allow enables greater time for sufficient fit-out and testing activity and maintains a condensed but workable period for , trial running and operational readiness prior to commencement of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. Further details will be provided in the coming weeks once finalised.

1.7 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. The data is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the central tunnel of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL is applying pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and working with TfL to prioritise the production schedule.	Comment by Lucy Findlay: I suggest you take this out for this week. I can reintroduce if it becomes more critical again.

There is a significant volume of safety, assurance and approvals documentation required in order to support bringing the railway into use and commencing passenger service. CRL has escalated its concerns with contractors around the need to increase the rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies.

Costs

1.8 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 13 (up to 31 March26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has increased remained at the end of Period 13 to £12,723m at the end of Period 1., from £12,467m in Period 12. This follows a review to incorporate the implications of the revised Master Operational Handover programme, previously reported delays to energisation and lower than expected levels of productivity on the systemwide and stations contracts. 

1.9 At the end of Period 13, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has will be been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to that will be made available to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.10 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.11 We are continuing to working with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June. The DfT has brought forward the date of the WMS to the week commencing 11 June in response to the media speculation regarding the increase in costs.  

1.12 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS.  This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.13 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

· 4x trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.	Comment by SylviaMannah: When will it be clear?



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 7 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  	Comment by SylviaMannah: What happens if the remaining tests are not completed this week. 



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including it’s interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review has been commissioned following last week’s train testing window to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. This review was commissioned recognising that while the testing window between 8-11 June was valuable, not all of the testing time available was used productively. This was due to communications and power availability issues.  

1.4 Areas for review include: minimising risks to start-up including train delivery to site; loading of new software in advance of the start of test windows; depth of resourcing, as well as cover for contingencies, by specialist contractors including Siemens; and removing constraints caused by incomplete infrastructure.

1.5 Crossrail has continued to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within NR and the train operating companies. These access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.8 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three shortly. Delivery of the upgrades is still planned for December 2019.

1.9 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with us to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.10 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.11 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.12 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.16 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Elizabeth line - Bombardier Weekly Report 18 June 2018

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has generally been good and the timetable is being adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. Section C of the sidings (the final section) was brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The interim target is a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. This may not be fully achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) but reliability continues to grow based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. The planned increase in use of the fleet will assist in working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The last dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and included train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing. On 11 June the first Class 345 ran through to the Western tunnel portal at Westbourne Park.   



· Release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software continues to be tested at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. Issues with the Bombardier European Train Control System (ETCS) mean that this is switched off for testing in the tunnels but needs to be restored in the next release.



· A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3 and any others found in the further testing at Melton. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate fixes to any further issues, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 15 to 22 June. This is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.  

·

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to 11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.

1.4 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) are continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.5 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]Together with CRL, we met with senior representatives from Siemens in Germany on 5 June, to review the Siemens Crossrail programme including its interface with Bombardier. We are working with them to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time in the revised delivery plan both to complete the railway’s construction and carry out the necessary testing. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.6 CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.7 In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues. 

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

1.15 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington have been running without major incident since 20 May.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 A revised delivery plan has been developed by Crossrail Ltd (CRL), with input from its contractors, London Underground, Rail for London and MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to the start of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]A number of challenges remain in completing some critical activities including ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required; completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems; and securing possession periods from Network Rail in the autumn for testing signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. CRL is actively managing these with its contractors including a high-level visit to Siemens in Germany this week to focus on the critical path to completing their signalling, communications and controls activities. The Network Rail possession issue is being escalated with DfT. 



1.7 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and to work with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.8 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies needs to increase and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establishing new weekly metrics, a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.9 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.10 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.11 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 While there was much positive works carried out we commissioned a review following the train testing window period between 8-11June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. 

1.4 The lessons from the testing and review will now be applied to ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible.

1.5 The Crossrail team continues to work with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the future Infrastructure Managers (in TfL) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT and Network Rail (NR) on the project critical issue of securing railway access from NR for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections in August and early September. Meetings have been held with DfT, NR and the train operators concerned. These access requests are vital for completion of signal and train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.8 NR’s have the made the decision to retender the upgrades of some of the western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). NR have now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week. NR still plan delivery of the upgrades by December 2019, but the potential delay to the award of construction risk the final completion. 

Costs

1.9 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.10 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.11 We have now reached a deal in principle with the DfT and HM Treasury on how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. This requires approval by the Mayor in his capacity as Chair of the TfL Board, and a separate paper has been provided to seek that approval.

1.12 The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication next week. 

1.13 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018. The draft WMS and our press statement and reactive lines will be shared with the Mayor in advance of publication.

Programme and Schedule 

1.14 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains based at Ilford Depot are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability has been good and the timetable has been adjusted to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. The final group of sidings were brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The 26 June target of a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles has not been achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that), but this will not impact on the December opening date and the reliability growth plan is being refreshed and updated to include further modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Bombardier is working on plans to increase the use of the fleet as this will assist in identifying and working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place on 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Testing was completed according to plan and included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse train function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels, Bombardier’s release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate further fixes, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 22 to 27 June (originally 15 June). This is not expected to have any impact on other delivery dates in the programme although the start of build for Release 7.3 (to be used for Heathrow services) will be delayed from 26 June.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Evidence is currently being finalised, in line with the programme date of 26 June, for approval of multi-train testing in the tunnels.  



· Future testing also depends on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to coordination of software releases, testing and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington have been running without major incident since 20 Mayachieving higher punctuality than the previous Great Western and Heathrow Connect services.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 A revised delivery plan has been developed by Crossrail Ltd (CRL), with input from its contractors, London Underground, Rail for London and MTR MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to commencement of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]A number of challenges remain in completing some critical activities including. These include, but are not limited to, ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required,; completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems; and securing possession periods from Network Rail in the autumn for testing signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. CRL is actively managing these with its contractors including a high-level visit to Siemens in Germany this week to focus on the critical path to completing their signalling, communications and controls activities. The Network Rail possession issue is being escalated with DfT. 



1.7 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to applying pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and to working with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 1.8 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies needs to increase and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establishing new weekly metrics, a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.9 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.10 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.11 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.12 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.13 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 A revised delivery plan has been developed by Crossail Ltd (CRL), with input from its contractors, London Undergound, Rail for London and MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to commencement of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]A number of challenges remain in completing some critical activities. These include, but are not limited to, ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required, completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems and securing possession periods from Network Rail in the autumn for testing signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. CRL is actively managing these with its contractors including a high-level visit to Siemens in Germany this week to focus on the critical path to completing their signalling, communications and controls activities. The Network Rail possession issue is being escalated with DfT. 



1.7 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to applying pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and working with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.8 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies needs to increase and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establishing new weekly metrics, a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.9 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.10 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.11 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.12 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.13 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.14 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

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Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington commenced on 20 May 2018. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for services between Paddington and Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington. The service has been running without major incident achieving higher punctuality than the previous Great Western and Heathrow Connect services.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 [bookmark: _msoanchor_1][bookmark: _msoanchor_2]The continued use of testing windows has improved the productivity of tunnel fit-out activities and testing carried out by reducing down-time between team handovers and logistical constraints in accessing the tunnels. However, challenges remain in completing some critical activities including all the installation of cables as well as train testing in Crossrail Ltd.’s (CRL) programme.

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_3]A revised plan is under development with input from CRL, their contractors, LU, RfL and MTR that will continue to allow sufficient fit-out and testing activity, trial running and operational readiness prior to commencement of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. Further details will be provided in the coming weeks once finalised.

1.7 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. The data is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the central tunnel of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL is applying pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and working with TfL to prioritise the production schedule.

[bookmark: _msoanchor_4]There is a significant volume of safety, assurance and approvals documentation required in order to support bringing the railway into use and commencing passenger service. CRL has escalated its concerns with contractors around the need to increase the rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies.

Costs

1.8 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period (up to 28 April 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m after an increase of £256m in Period 13.  The forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m and a breach in funding has formally been reported in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report. We are working with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall.

1.9 CRL have advised that the final cost outturn is likely to be between £211m and £315m above currently available funding and if there are schedule challenges to deliver Stage 3, the cost outturn could increase to about £370m above the available funding. The Sponsor-led review into some of the critical contracts (including systemwide and select stations) continues in order to assess the confidence of the cost scenarios and the level of required funding. The current findings suggest that the most likely outturn cost is aligned with the scenario where the Stage 3 opening date is maintained through increased delivery resource and changes to working practices - use of ‘blockade’ working (estimated at £280m above currently available funding.

1.10 [bookmark: _GoBack] The reported cost for Network Rail's (NR) delivery of the On Network Works remained at £2,530m in Period 1. NR has indicated further risks to costs in the range of [REDACTED],   with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. DfT will hold a Director-level meeting in June (date tbc) with NR and CRL to scrutinise the cost range and the remaining financial and commercial risks.

1.11 The increase in costs above currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement that is being prepared for Parliament the week of 18 June. In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements and Q&A to accompany the WMS. TfL will be particularly focused on balancing the narrative to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.  

Programme and Schedule

Key Activities and Issues



· 4x trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.	Comment by SylviaMannah: When will it be clear?



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 7 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. · Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington have been running without major incident since 20 May.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 A revised delivery plan has been developed by Crossrail Ltd (CRL), with input from its contractors, London Underground, Rail for London and MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to the start of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]A number of challenges remain in completing some critical activities including ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required; completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems; and securing possession periods from Network Rail in the autumn for testing signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. CRL is actively managing these with its contractors including a high-level visit to Siemens in Germany this week to focus on the critical path to completing their signalling, communications and controls activities. The Network Rail possession issue is being escalated with DfT. 



1.7 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and to work with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.8 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies needs to increase and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establishing new weekly metrics, a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.9 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.10 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.11 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.12 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.13 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.14 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington have been running without major incident since 20 May.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 A revised delivery plan has been developed by Crossrail Ltd (CRL), with input from its contractors, London Underground, Rail for London and MTR. The plan enables increased time for fit-out and testing activity and maintains a workable but compressed period from 1 October 2018 for trial running and operational readiness prior to the start of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. 

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]A number of challenges remain in completing some critical activities including ensuring sufficient time for testing against the volume of testing required; completing installation and testing of remaining critical systems; and securing possession periods from Network Rail in the autumn for testing signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. CRL is actively managing these with its contractors including a high-level visit to Siemens in Germany this week to focus on the critical path to completing their signalling, communications and controls activities. The Network Rail possession issue is being escalated with DfT. 



1.7 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and to work with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.8 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of dynamic testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies needs to increase and CRL has secured additional resource to assist with this as well as establishing new weekly metrics, a daily focus on required deliverables and escalation with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.9 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.10 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.11 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.12 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.13 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.14 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 8 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including its interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to 11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the Paddington to Abbey Wood section of the tunnels.

1.4 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) are continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.5 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]Together with CRL, we met with senior representatives from Siemens in Germany on 5 June, to review the Siemens Crossrail programme including its interface with Bombardier. We are working with them to prioritise the testing activities and ensure that there is sufficient time in the revised delivery plan both to complete the railway’s construction and carry out the necessary testing. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.6 CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.7 In addition, NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. CRL is supporting NR to overcome these issues.

This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A significant train testing window was completed from 8 June to11 June. It included, for the first time, the running (at low speeds) of a Class 345 unit through the full length of the tunnels from Pudding Mill Lane to Westbourne Park. This follows the successful powering and short circuit testing of the rest of the tunnels.

1.4 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Handover Execution Plans which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements to continue to be refined by Crossrail with the Infrastructure Managers.

1.5 A senior Crossrail Ltd (CRL)/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June. The meeting reviewed the Siemens Crossrail programme, including its interface with Bombardier. Further work is being undertaken between these parties to prioritise the testing activities and ensure there is sufficient time for the testing required and completion of construction activities in the revised delivery plan. This remains an area of serious attention.

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL has escalated, to the DfT through Sponsors, the possession periods (“access requests”) it needs from Network Rail this autumn for installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. These possessions are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.7 In addition, CRL is actively working with Network Rail on the contracts to be agreed to enable the upgrade of the western stations to ensure the full use of the Christmas 2018 possession period can be made and delivery secured by December 2019.

1.8 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. This is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.9 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level.

Costs

1.10 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.11 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.12 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.13 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.14 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.15 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A quick lessons learned review has been commissioned following last week’s train testing window to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. This review was commissioned recognising that while the testing window 8-11 June was productive not all of the testing time available was used productively. 

1.4 Crossrail has continued to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. They are considering the level of functionality needed to enable delivery of the Elizabeth line in December and what impact this would have on the testing plans between now and September.

1.5 At the moment, there is insufficient time to complete the testing required ahead of the joint trial running and trial operations from 1 October 2018. This remains an area of serious attention and an improved plan that balances construction and testing time is being developed over the next fortnight.

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing.  Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within Network Rail and the train operating companies. These access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.8 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (four week response period) and propose retendering the other three shortly. These still include delivery for December 2019.

1.9 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. Provision of asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.10 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.11 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.12 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.16 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has generally been good and the timetable is being adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. Section C of the sidings (the final section) was brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The interim target is a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. This may not be fully achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) but reliability continues to grow based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. The planned increase in use of the fleet will assist in working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The last dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and included train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing. On 11 June the first Class 345 ran through to the Western tunnel portal at Westbourne Park.   



· Release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software continues to be tested at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A quick lessons learned review has been commissioned following last week’s train testing window to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. This review was commissioned recognising that while the testing window 8-11 June was productive not all of the testing time available was used productively. 

1.4 Crossrail has continued to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. They are considering the level of functionality needed to enable delivery of the Elizabeth line in December and what impact this would have on the testing plans between now and September.

1.5 At the moment, there is insufficient time to complete the testing required ahead of the joint trial running and trial operations from 1 October 2018. This remains an area of serious attention and an improved plan that balances construction and testing time is being developed over the next fortnight.

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing.  Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within Network Rail and the train operating companies. These access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.8 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (four week response period) and propose retendering the other three shortly. These still include delivery for December 2019.

1.9 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. Provision of asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.10 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. The rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies still needs to increase but relies on the information being available when required. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.11 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.12 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.16 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 49 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. Section C of the Depot was energised on 2 June prior to planning bringing into use on 11 June.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018, based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that. All parties continue to work together to improve there continues to be a drive to achieve the targets. 



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and four 9-Car trains are being used for testing, three in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started 8 June and include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and testing continues at Melton test track. Testing commenced 3 weeks behind schedule. The tests completed so far will support the current dynamic testing programme in the tunnels but issues have been found with the interface with ETCS. This can be switched off for current testing but needs to be resolved.



· Bombardier is currently completing further testing at Derby and Melton. A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3. Release 7.2.2 is planned to be built on 15 June. If successful, this is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. 



· There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting took place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens testing programme. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive, time devoted to them has been increased and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has generally been good and the timetable is being adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. Section C of the sidings (the final section) was brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The interim target is a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. This may not be fully achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) but reliability continues to grow based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. The planned increase in use of the fleet will assist in working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The last dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and included train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing. On 11 June the first Class 345 ran through to the Western tunnel portal at Westbourne Park.   



· Release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software continues to be tested at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. Issues with the Bombardier European Train Control System (ETCS) mean that this is switched off for testing in the tunnels but needs to be restored in the next release.



· A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3 and any others found in the further testing at Melton. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate fixes to any further issues, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 15 to 22 June. This is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review has been commissioned following last week’s train testing window to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. This review was commissioned recognising that while the testing window between 8-11 June was valuable, not all of the testing time available was used productively. This was due to issues such as train readiness and reliability, communications and power availability.  

1.4 Areas for review include: minimising risks to start up including train delivery to site; loading of new software in advance of the start of test windows; depth of resourcing, as well as cover for contingencies, by specialist contractors including Siemens and removing constraints caused by incomplete infrastructure.

1.5 Crossrail has continued to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. They are considering the scope needed to enable delivery of the Elizabeth line in December and, if reduced, what impact this would have on the testing plans between now and September.

1.6 At the moment, there is insufficient time to complete the testing required ahead of the joint trial running and trial operations from 1 October 2018. This remains an area of serious attention and an improved plan that balances construction and testing time is being developed over the next fortnight.

1.7 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing the railway access requests it needs from Network Rail (NR) this autumn for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections. DfT has escalated these issues at the highest levels within NR and the train operating companies. These access requests are vital for completion of train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). These issues have the potential to delay the award of construction contracts, which then threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and delivery of the station upgrades in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, West Drayton which has a four week response period) and propose retendering the other three shortly. These still include delivery for December 2019.

1.10 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with TfL to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 1 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 1. 

1.13 At the end of Period 1, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding has been reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report issued to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.14 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.15 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.16 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS. This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Programme and Schedule 

1.17 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has generally been good and the timetable is being adjusted from this week to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. Section C of the sidings (the final section) was brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The interim target is a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. This may not be fully achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) but reliability continues to grow based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. The planned increase in use of the fleet will assist in working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The last dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood started on 8 June and included train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing. On 11 June the first Class 345 ran through to the Western tunnel portal at Westbourne Park.   



· Release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software continues to be tested at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. Issues with the Bombardier European Train Control System (ETCS) mean that this is switched off for testing in the tunnels but needs to be restored in the next release.



· A further release 7.2.2 is being produced to incorporate fixes to all 68 defects in 7.2.1.3 and any others found in the further testing at Melton. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate fixes to any further issues, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 15 to 22 June. This is not expected to have any impact on other dates in the programme.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will also depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review was commissioned following the train testing window period between 8-11 June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. 

1.4 The review has now concluded and has identified a number of specific issues relating to found that there were issues between the track and train communications, there was an error in the signalling track database information at Canary Wharf, and the power supply and its interface faults with the customisedtest train being used for testing the overhead line and problems with power.  

1.5 The lessons from the testing and review will be embedded in the detailed countdown process to future test windows, ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible.

1.6 Crossrail continues to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.7 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing railway access from Network Rail (NR) for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections in August and early September. Meetings have been held with DfT, NR and the train operators concerned. These access requests are vital for completion of signal and train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 NR’s retendering of NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of the western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton) continues, following the compliance issues they raised with the original tender returns. NR have now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week. NR still plan delivery of the upgrades by December 2019, but the potential delay to the award of construction contracts threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and increase the risk associated with the final completion date in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week. 1.10 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of training and asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with us to prioritise the production schedule. 1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We have now reached a deal in principle with the DfT and HM Treasury on We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. This will require approval by the Mayor in his capacity as Chair of the TfL Board, and a separate paper will be provided to seek that approval.

1.15 The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June. This is currently expected to take place on 28 June.

1.16 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018. The draft WMS and our press statement and reactive lines will be shared with the Mayor in advance of publication.

· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place on 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Testing was completed according to plan and included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse train function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels, Bombardier’s release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate further fixes, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 22 to 27 June (originally 15 June). This is not expected to have any impact on other delivery dates in the programme although the start of build for Release 7.3 (to be used for Heathrow services) will be delayed from 26 June.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Evidence is currently being finalised, in line with the programme date of 26 June, for approval of multi-train testing in the tunnels.  



· Future testing also depends on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to coordination of software releases, testing and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review was commissioned following the train testing window period between 8-11 June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. 

1.4 The review has now concluded and has identified a number of specific issues relating to found that there were issues between the customised test train which was used for testing the overhead line as well as issues with power and the track. track and train communications, there was an error in the signalling track database information at Canary Wharf, faults with the customised train being used for testing the overhead line and problems with power.  

1.5 The lessons from the testing and review will be embedded in the detailed countdown process to future test windows, ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible.

1.6 Crossrail continues to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.7 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing railway access from Network Rail (NR) for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections in August and early September. Meetings have been held with DfT, NR and the train operators concerned. These access requests are vital for completion of signal and train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 NR’s retendering of NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of some of the western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton) continues, following the compliance issues they raised with the original tender returns. NR have now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week. NR still plan delivery of the upgrades by December 2019, but the potential delay to the award of construction contracts threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and increase the risk associated with the final completion in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week.

1.10 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of training and asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with us to prioritise the production schedule. 

1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We have now reached a deal in principle with the DfT and HM Treasury on We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. This will require approval by the Mayor in his capacity as Chair of the TfL Board, and a separate paper will be provided to seek that approval.

1.15 The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June. This is currently expected to take place on 28 June.

1.16 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018. The draft WMS and our press statement and reactive lines will be shared with the Mayor in advance of publication.

1.11 There remains a significant volume of safety assurance and approvals required in order to support increasingly complex aspects of train testing and ultimately bring the railway into safe operation. CRL has established weekly metrics to monitor activity as well as continuing to escalate with contractors at a senior level. In addition, CRL has regular and productive meetings with the Office of Rail and Road.

Costs

1.12 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.13 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.14 We are continuing to work with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication before the end of June.

1.15 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains based at Ilford Depot are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability has been good and the timetable has been adjusted to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. The final group of sidings were brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The June 26 target of a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles will not be achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) and the reliability growth plan is being refreshed and updated to include further modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Bombardier is working on plans to increase the use of the fleet as this will assist in identifying and working through any remaining issues. · Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place on 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Tests included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic (UPDATE ON MON RE SUCCESS OF AM MODE) as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse train function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels, Bombardier’s release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate further fixes, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 22 to 27June (originally 15 June). This is not expected to have any impact on other delivery dates in the programme although the start of build for Release 7.3 (to be used for Heathrow services) will be delayed from 26 June.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Evidence is currently being finalised, in line with the programme date of 26 June, for approval of multi-train testing in the tunnels.  



· Future testing also depends on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to coordination of software releases, testing and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

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Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review was commissioned following the train testing window period between 8-11 June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. 

1.4 The review which took a week has concluded and found that there were issues between the track and train communications, an error in the signalling track database information at Canary Wharf, faults with the customised train which was unable to carry out specialised tests of the overhead line and problems with power.  

1.5 The lessons from the testing and review will be embedded in the detailed countdown process to future test windows, to ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible. On Friday 22 Junes, a day of productive testing was undertaken, this included the successful testing of a number of items which were not tested between 8 -11 June including the uploading of the updated track database information, route accessibility tests, pantograph uplift emergency tests and the successful application of temporary and speed restrictions.

1.6 Crossrail continues to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.7 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.8 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing railway access from Network Rail (NR) for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections in August and early September. Meetings have been held with DfT, NR and the train operators concerned. These access requests are vital for completion of signal and train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.9 NR has raised [REDACTED] they have received for the upgrades of western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton). NR still plan delivery of the upgrades by December 2019 but the potential delay to the award of construction contracts threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and completion in December 2019. NR has now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week.

1.10 The provision of operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging, although provision of training and asset data has improved. These materials are needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL continues to apply pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and has worked with us to prioritise the production schedule.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains based at Ilford Depot are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability has been good and the timetable has been adjusted to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. The final group of sidings were brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The June 26 target of a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles will not be achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that) and the reliability growth plan is being refreshed and updated to include further modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Bombardier is working on plans to increase the use of the fleet as this will assist in identifying and working through any remaining issues.  	Comment by SylviaMannah: Do we have a revised date to achieve the 10,000 mile and what’s the impact/ implications for the December launch date?



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place on 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Tests included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic (UPDATE ON MON RE SUCCESS OF AM MODE) as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse train function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels, Bombardier’s release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate further fixes, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 22 to 27June (originally 15 June). This is not expected to have any impact on other delivery dates in the programme although the start of build for Release 7.3 (to be used for Heathrow services) will be delayed from 26 June.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Evidence is currently being finalised, in line with the programme date of 26 June, for approval of multi-train testing in the tunnels.  



· Future testing also depends on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to coordination of software releases, testing and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review was commissioned following the train testing window period between 8-11June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. 

1.4 The review has now concluded and has identified a number of specific issues relating to customised test train which was used for testing the overhead line as well as issues with power and the track. The lessons from the testing and review will be embedded in the detailed countdown process to future test windows, ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible.

1.5 Crossrail continues to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing railway access from Network Rail (NR) for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections in August and early September. Meetings have been held with DfT, NR and the train operators concerned. These access requests are vital for completion of signal and train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.8 NR’s retendering of the upgrades of some of the western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton) continues, following the compliance issues they raised with the original tender returns. NR have now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week. NR still plan delivery of the upgrades by December 2019, but the potential delay to the award of construction contracts threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and increase the risk associated with the final completion. 

Costs

1.9 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.10 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.11 We have now reached a deal in principle with the DfT and HM Treasury on how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. This will require approval by the Mayor in his capacity as Chair of the TfL Board, and a separate paper will be provided to seek that approval.

1.12 The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication next week. This is currently expected to take place next week.

1.13 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018. The draft WMS and our press statement and reactive lines will be shared with the Mayor in advance of publication.

Programme and Schedule 

1.14 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 A lessons learned review was commissioned following the train testing window period between 8-11June to ensure that testing during the next window is maximised. 

1.4 The review has now concluded and has identified a number of specific issues relating to customised test train which was used for testing the overhead line as well as issues with power and the track. The lessons from the testing and review will be embedded in the detailed countdown process to future test windows, ensure the testing time can be made as productive as possible.

1.5 Crossrail continues to follow-up with Siemens following the visit to Germany on 5 June. We are working with them to review the scope for the railway’s opening in December; prioritise testing activities between now and September; and ensure the maximum time for trial running and trial operations before the railway opens.

1.6 Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. Crossrail Ltd (CRL) is continuing to work with the Infrastructure Managers (London Underground and Rail for London) to refine the Handover Execution Plans, which define and agree the sequence of handing over station and system elements.

1.7 [bookmark: _msoanchor_2]CRL continues to work with the DfT on the project critical issue of securing railway access from Network Rail (NR) for the installation and testing of the signalling transitions to the east and west of the tunnel sections in August and early September. Meetings have been held with DfT, NR and the train operators concerned. These access requests are vital for completion of signal and train testing and Stage 3 delivery. 

1.8 NR’s retendering of the upgrades of some of the western stations (Acton Mainline, Ealing Broadway, West Ealing, Southall, Hayes and West Drayton) continues, following the [REDACTED]. NR have now retendered for three of the stations (Southall, Hayes, and West Drayton); this retendering has a four week response period, and NR are proposing to retender the other three next week. NR still plan delivery of the upgrades by December 2019, but the potential delay to the award of construction contracts threatens effective use of the Christmas 2018 possession periods and increase the risk associated with the final completion. 

Costs

1.9 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 2 (up to 26 May 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has remained at £12,723m at the end of Period 2, £211m above the available TfL Contingency.   

1.10 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s (NR) delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.11 We have now reached a deal in principle with the DfT and HM Treasury on how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. This will require approval by the Mayor in his capacity as Chair of the TfL Board, and a separate paper will be provided to seek that approval.

1.12 The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament for publication next week. 

1.13 TfL, DfT, CRL and NR are preparing reactive press lines to respond to questions regarding the WMS.  In addition, TfL is preparing a press statement to be released shortly after the WMS to promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018. The draft WMS and our press statement and reactive lines will be shared with the Mayor in advance of publication.

Programme and Schedule 

1.14 The key commitments and dates in Crossrail’s Master Operational Handover Schedule (MOHS) 2018 with key issues are provided in the appendix A.

Key Activities and Issues



· 50 trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains continue to be used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington based at Old Oak Common. The remaining ten 7-Car trains based at Ilford Depot are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability has been good and the timetable has been adjusted to make greater use of the trains on the Shenfield line. 



· Good progress has been made at Old Oak Common Depot. The final group of sidings were brought into use on 11 June. Full signalling commissioning is scheduled for August.    



· Bombardier remains focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. The 26 June target of a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles has not been achieved (the current figure is around 5000 miles, up from 4000 in the last period and 2000 in the period before that), but this will not impact on the December opening date and the reliability growth plan is being refreshed and updated to include further modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Bombardier is working on plans to increase the use of the fleet as this will assist in identifying and working through any remaining issues.  



· Six 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and six 9-Car trains are being used for testing, five in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The latest dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood took place on 21 and 22 June and included train and signalling testing using the latest software updates (Release 7.2.1.3) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10). Testing was completed according to plan and included running in various signalling modes, manual and automatic as well as successful testing of the complex auto-reverse train function (used for turning trains round automatically at the end of the route).   



· As well as being tested in the tunnels, Bombardier’s release 7.2.1.3 of the train control management software has now completed testing at Melton test track along with Siemens Communications Based Train Control (CBTC) signalling software. 



· A further release (7.2.2) is being produced to incorporate fixes to the defects in 7.2.1.3. The issue of number of defects has been raised with the Chairman of the Bombardier Board. In order to accommodate further fixes, as well as the results of Siemens’ own analysis of issues, the planned build of release 7.2.2 has been deferred from 22 to 27 June (originally 15 June). This is not expected to have any impact on other delivery dates in the programme although the start of build for Release 7.3 (to be used for Heathrow services) will be delayed from 26 June.  



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. Evidence is currently being finalised, in line with the programme date of 26 June, for approval of multi-train testing in the tunnels.  



· Future testing also depends on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels. Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to coordination of software releases, testing and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and direct BT/Siemens liaison and escalation meetings have also been established. 



· Further pre-testing of the ETCS in the Heathrow tunnels has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed.

Purpose 

1.1 Weekly update to the Mayor outlining progress and challenges ahead of the launch of the Elizabeth line. 

1.2 The Mayor is asked to NOTE this briefing.  

Headlines

1.3 TfL Rail services between Paddington and Heathrow and Hayes & Harlington commenced on 20 May 2018. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for services between Paddington and Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington. The service has been running without major incident achieving higher punctuality than the previous Great Western and Heathrow Connect services.

1.4 Tunnel fit-out activities are continuing in advance of the next train testing window on 8 June. Station fit-out and testing activities remain ongoing. The “power on” of the western tunnel section (Paddington to Whitechapel) remains on schedule for the start of testing from 11 June.

1.5 [bookmark: _msoanchor_1][bookmark: _msoanchor_2]The continued use of testing windows has improved the productivity of tunnel fit-out activities and testing carried out by reducing down-time between team handovers and logistical constraints in accessing the tunnels. However, challenges remain in completing some critical activities including all the installation of cables as well as train testing in Crossrail Ltd.’s (CRL) programme.

1.6 [bookmark: _msoanchor_3]A revised plan is under development with input from CRL, their contractors, LU, RfL and MTR that will continue to allow sufficient fit-out and testing activity, trial running and operational readiness prior to commencement of Elizabeth line services in December 2018. Further details will be provided in the coming weeks once finalised.

1.7 The provision of asset data, operation and maintenance manuals and training materials by contractors remains challenging. The data is needed to support the handover and bringing into use of the central tunnel of the railway for Paddington to Abbey Wood services. CRL is applying pressure on contractors at senior level to provide materials to meet training and handover plans, and working with TfL to prioritise the production schedule.

[bookmark: _msoanchor_4]There is a significant volume of safety, assurance and approvals documentation required in order to support bringing the railway into use and commencing passenger service. CRL has escalated its concerns with contractors around the need to increase the rate of submissions to the safety assurance bodies.

Costs

1.8 CRL’s costs are reported on a periodic basis and are available up to the end of Period 13 (up to 31 March 2018). The forecast for the delivery of the central section has increased at the end of Period 13 to £12,723m, from £12,467m in Period 12. This follows a review to incorporate the implications of the revised Master Operational Handover programme, previously reported delays to energisation and lower than expected levels of productivity on the systemwide and stations contracts. 

1.9 At the end of Period 13, the forecast cost to complete the Crossrail works exceeds the £600m TfL contingency by £211m. A breach in funding will be reported formally in the Crossrail semi-annual construction report that will be made available to TfL and DfT officials (Sponsors) following the CRL Board meeting on 24 May. 

1.10 [bookmark: _GoBack]The forecast cost for Network Rail’s delivery of the On Network Works (ONW) remains unchanged at £2,530m, against the original budget of £2,300m. Under the Crossrail agreements, this cost overrun is a DfT held risk. NR has indicated further risks in the range of [REDACTED], with a funding request of [REDACTED] to be funded from NR contingency. 

1.11 We are working with the DfT to agree how to jointly resolve the funding shortfall. The Sponsors anticipate the increase in costs above the currently agreed funding will be made public in the annual Written Ministerial Statement (WMS) that is being prepared for Parliament. The DfT has brought forward the date of the WMS to the week commencing 11 June in response to the media speculation regarding the increase in costs.  

1.12 In addition, TfL, DfT, and CRL will coordinate the release of press statements to accompany the WMS.  This is an opportunity to explain the context of the cost increase, promote the successes of the project and share the challenges remaining ahead of opening the central section in December 2018.

Key Activities and Issues



· 4x trains have been completed in Derby by Bombardier, which is in line with the plan. 



· Five 7-Car trains are based at Old Oak Common Depot and are being used on TfL Rail services between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington from this week. The existing Heathrow Connect rolling stock continues to be used for service from Paddington to the Heathrow with the to the Class 345 trains operating between Paddington and Hayes & Harlington.  The remaining 10 7-Car trains remain at Ilford Depot and are available for passenger service on the Liverpool Street to Shenfield line. Availability and reliability has been good. 



· Good progress continues to be made in bringing Old Oak Common Depot in to full use. The next stage of signal commissioning, took place successfully on the 17 May.    



· Bombardier is focused on delivering its reliability growth plan. This targets a mean distance between service affecting failures (the standard industry measure) of 10,000 miles by 26 June 2018. It is based on 15 modifications and software updates that will reduce or eliminate current faults. Reliability continues to improve, in the 4 weeks leading up to 26 May, it was just over 4,000 miles between service affecting failures, up from 2,000 miles the previous four weeks and 1,000 in the four weeks before that but it is not yet clear if the target figure will be achieved by 26 June.	Comment by SylviaMannah: When will it be clear?



· Three 9-Car trains are being used for driver training on the Great Western route (between Paddington and Heathrow / Reading) and three 9-Car trains are being used for testing, two in the Elizabeth line central tunnel section between Whitechapel and Abbey Wood  (Dynamic Testing) and one for pre-testing in the Heathrow tunnels.   



· The next dynamic testing in the tunnels between Canary Wharf and Abbey Wood will take place from 7 June and will include train and signalling testing using new software updates (Release 7.2) from Bombardier and also from Siemens (Release 3.0.10) as well as platform door testing.   



· Release 7.2 of the train control management software has been tested on the rigs at Derby and is currently undergoing testing at Melton test track. This is 3 weeks behind the original plan. If the remaining Melton tests are completed successfully this week, this delay will not affect the schedule for testing in the tunnels. Bombardier is assessing the potential implications for the start of work on the subsequent Release 7.3.  	Comment by SylviaMannah: What happens if the remaining tests are not completed this week. 



· Bombardier will confirm this week any functions with Release 7.2 that have not successfully completed testing and propose how they will be included or enabled in future releases. The timing of these future releases will depend on the significance and urgency of the functions involved.      



· Bombardier has produced a plan and programme for assurance activities. With a large amount of testing and the number of releases ahead, this is a key area of focus. There was a successful meeting with the safety regulator (the Office of Rail and Road) on 21 May at which the ORR were briefed on Bombardier’s approach to securing the necessary approvals. Bombardier continues to review the resources assigned to this crucial activity. 



· Going forward, testing schedules will depend on the software releases from Siemens, who supply the signalling system that is fitted to the tunnels.  Weekly meetings continue between Bombardier, Siemens, Crossrail and TfL, to improve joint testing, coordination of software release programmes and bug fixing. These meetings are productive and time devoted to them has been increased. A senior CRL/TfL/Siemens meeting is taking place in Germany on 5 June to review the Siemens programme, including it’s interface with Bombardier.       





· Further pre-testing of the European Train Control System (‘ETCS’) in the Heathrow has been deferred as the latest software (Release 7.2) has some ETCS functions switched off, to simplify approvals for the central section testing and testing using the previous software version (Release 6.1) has been completed).
