




All construction traffic will have to use the same
routes to avoid causing congestion in an already
busy part of central London.

Lorries will reach the Dean Street site along
Mortimer Street, Berners Street and Eastcastle
Street. Lorries will exit the site from Dean Street ,
into Oxford Street and then onto Tottenham Court
Road. Construction traffic for the Centre Point site
will use Charing Cross Road and St Giles High Street.

Keeping traffic moving
The area is an important transport crossroads. One
of the aims will be to keep traffic moving. There will

be a number of partial and full road closures during
construction and the aim is to divert traffic from the
area as much as possible to avoid congestion. Traffic
flows will be monitored and action taken
as necessary.

Transport for London is looking at all the works
across London and working with the utilities and
other organisations so that the impact can be
assessed and measures taken if needed.

As well as the Crossrail and LU schemes there are a
number of other plans taking place in the area, some
led by the local authorities and some by
organisations including Design for London:

• Creating a public space and enhanced pedestrian
routes to the neighbourhoods of Covent Garden,
Fitzrovia, Bloomsbury and Soho; and
improvements for pedestrians at the west
end of New Oxford Street

• An action plan for the retail streets of Oxford
Street, Regent Street and Bond Street (ORB)
includes a proposed diagonal crossing at
Oxford Circus and wider pavements for the
Oxford Street area

• Proposals are being looked at for better traffic
circulation for Gower Street/Bloomsbury Street

Aims for a better local environment also encompass
reducing street clutter and bringing improvements
to pedestrian and cycle routes either side of Centre
Point. In the long term, the area will be improved
to provide better facilities for pedestrians, more
reliable bus journeys and easier access to buildings
in the area.

Some of the street improvements are at an earlier
stage of planning and will happen after the
construction works are complete.
