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I.I Corporate typeface

The typeface used by DAR is New Johnston.
It is exclusive to TfL and should be applied for
via the TfL website:
tfl.gov.uk/corporatedesign

Headings
These are set in New Johnston Medium.

Body text
This should be set in New Johnston Book or
New Johnston Light.

Book has been designed specifically for clarity
and legibility at 12pt (or below).

At sizes above |2pt, New Johnston Light
should be used for body text.

1.3 Logotypes

The main logotypes used is Dial-a-Ride. It is
to be displayed in New Johnston Medium,
mixed upper and lower case, using the colour
Pantone 072.

The Transport for London logotype is to
always accompany the DAR logotype. It is to
be displayed in New Johnston Book, mixed
upper and lower case, using the colour
Pantone Purple.

The MAYOR OF LONDON logotype is to be
displayed in New Johnston Bold, all upper
case, using the colour Pantone 072.
